Parents please note the following items:

If your student has medication at school, make plans to retrieve it on the last day of school —June 21st,
2017.

The 2017 Fall Sports Season kicks off on Monday August 21, 2016. Cut-off is September 1. Fall sports include:
6th-7- Grade Flag Football, 8- Grade Tackle Football, 7-/8- Grade Girls Volleyball and 6/7-/8- Grade

All sports will begin practices at 9:00 — 10:30 AM on Aug 21 and 22, 23th — 25" TBA

More detail will be handed out once practices start.

All Student-athletes must have an account created online at www.familyid.com to register to play sports at

any Vancouver Public School. FamilyID will be accessible August 1%, 2017 for registration. This process can be
completed on any device that is able to access webpages. It is recommended to use a device

larger than a smart phone the first time setting up an account, but it can be done. All paper work that was
done before in our athletic packet is now done electronically on FamilylD. There will also be computers locat-
ed at school for families to use if they do not have access or need help. Students-athletes will still be required
to have a physical (within the last two years), and have health insurance (or sports insurance, please contact
the Business Office for information). Free sports physicals are available to those without health insurance or a

primary care provider. See attached flyer.

Athletic fees are $20 per sport and athletes are required to purchase an ASB card for $10. Fees can be paid at
the Business Office starting August 10, 2017.

Families are required to provide transportation to and from practices before school starts. Players need to be picked up no
later than 15 minutes after the scheduled end of practices. If your child will be riding home with another player’s parent

after practices, please write a note.

Attendance at practices is a contributing factor to participation. Athletes must have 8 practices completed (12
for tackle football) in order to be eligible for competition. Additionally, student-athletes must have no more
than one failing grade from their third trimester grades to be immediately eligible to participate.

Student-athletes must also maintain a minimum of 7 out of 8 passing grades to remain eligible to participate.
Each sport will have a parent information night where the coaches will review their sport-specific rules and
regulations. Please be sure to mark those dates on your calendars.

We hope that your child will take advantage of the opportunity to participate in athletics here at Gaiser.

USE AND SAFETY AGREEMENT —€alT\l

PURPOSE: Vancouver Public Schools (VPS) may issue students a one-to-one (1:1) technology device
(typically an iPad or laptop that can be used both at school and at home) as a means to promote
achievement and provide flexible learning opportunities. This agreement outlines VPS expectations for
students and families issued a 1:1 device. In addition to this agreement, the use of district-provided
technology requires students to abide by the VPS Technology Use Guidelines as stated in the Student Code
of Conduct.

VPS expects that students will use district issued equipment responsibly. This agreement will help you
understand appropriate use of both the technology and district network resources. VPS also expects that
students will make a good faith effort to keep their 1:1 devices safe, secure, and in good working order.
This agreement includes the following specific responsibilities and restrictions.

Student Expectations:

1. Charge your 1:1 device at home every night and bring it to school each day with a full charge.

2. Communicate Responsibly! Electronic communication must be conducted in a professional and
academic manner, using appropriate language, and avoiding profanity and offensive or
inflammatory speech.

3. Back up important files regularly. VPS maintains 1:1 devices with periodic updates. Students should
save files in online storage to avoid accidental loss of data. VPS cannot guarantee data loss will not
occur and is not liable for such loss. Ask for assistance if you do not know how to back up your files.

4. Use technology for school-related purposes only. Use for commercial or political purposes is
prohibited.

5. Follow copyright laws and fair use guidelines. Only download/save music, videos, or other content
related to specific assignments. Do not use your device to store personal digital content.

6. Make your 1:1 device available for inspection by any administrator or teacher upon request.

The following activities are prohibited:

1. Do not mark or deface your VPS issued iPad, laptop, or device case. Defacing includes use of stickers
or tape.

2. Do not loan your 1:1 device, charger, or cord to anyone; do not leave your device in a vehicle or
unattended at any time, and do not eat or drink while using your device.

3. Do not attempt to change or bypass the internet filtering, security, network/wifi settings, or any
other device settings, including the installation of games or other unauthorized software.

4. Do not attempt to access systems beyond your authorized access. This includes sharing your account
password for any system with others, or using another person’s account and/or password.

5. Do not attempt to locate, view, share, or store materials that are unacceptable in an academic
setting. This includes, but is not limited to, pornographic, obscene, graphically violent, or vulgar
images, sounds, music, language, video, or other materials. The criteria for acceptability is
demonstrated in the types of material made available to students in district provided learning
materials & resources.




Hacking: Please note that “hacking” of any type, including the intentional introduction of malicious
software (viruses), attempts to gain unauthorized network or system access, or attempts to disrupt normal
network traffic, will result in district discipline and may lead to criminal charges.

Student Safety:

1. Students should not reveal or post identifying personal information, files, or communications to
unknown persons through email or other means

2. Cyber bullying, including personal attacks or threats toward anyone using online resources, is strictly
prohibited and may lead to criminal charges. If you are aware of cyber bullying, please report it to
responsible school personnel!

3. All student 1:1 computing devices are configured to filter internet content and communications at
school, at home, and on any other network.

4. While internet filtering is intended to restrict access to inappropriate or non-educational content,
the district cannot guarantee that students will not intentionally or unintentionally access content
that may be deemed unacceptable. If you access inappropriate content on your device, report it to
school staff immediately.

5. All electronic communications, activities, and files accessed on district technology are not private
and are subject to being viewed, monitored, and/or archived by the district at any time.

By signing this document, you agree to abide by the conditions listed above and assume responsibility for
the appropriate and safe use and care of VPS district-issued technology. You understand that should you
fail to comply with the terms of this agreement, access to 1:1 technology, the internet, and other digital
content or services may be limited. Students may also be subject to disciplinary action as outlined in the
VPS Student Code of Conduct.

Fiscal Responsibility: The district strives to limit the financial responsibility for families of students issued
1:1 devices. In cases of accidental damage, an iPad will be repaired up to two times per year at no cost to
the family. If the device is lost or stolen, and the school determines that the student is not at fault, the
replacement fines are $99 for an iPad, and $199.00 for a laptop. If a device is damaged, lost, or stolen due
to willful negligence, the family may be responsible for the full cost to repair or replace the 1:1 device.
